Which class of antipsychotics is more likely to cause NMS?
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Slightly more NMS cases were attributed to FGAs (51%) than SGAs (45%) in an analysis of 111 cases of probable or definite NMS associated with a single drug reported to the NMS Hotline from 1997 to 2006. The FGA haloperidol accounted for 44% of all cases. “Medical” refers to cases in which a neuroleptic was used in a non-psychiatric setting.
